RESOLUTION OF THE RUSSIAN ORTHODOX CHURCH OUTSIDE OF RUSSIA
CONCERNING THE ELECTION OF PIMEN (ISVEKOV) AS PATRIARCH OF MOSCOW

The Council of Bishops of the Russian Or-
thodox Church Outside of Russia on
1/14, 1971 considered the gathering , cal-
ling itsell an All-Russian Church Council, met
in Moscow from May 30 to June 2 of this year
for the of electing a Patriarch of Mos-
cow and all Russias. This gathering declared
that Metropolitan Pimen was elected to the Fa-
triarchal Throne. After considering all aspects
of this election, the Council of Bishops, repre-
senting the free part of the Russian Orthodox
Church, came to the following conclusion:

1. For the election of the Primate of a
Local Church it is essential that such an election
take place according to the laws of the given
Church and that it be free, representing a genu-
ine of her voice.

2. 1In 1917 the All-Russian Council adopt-
ed a resolution restoring the Patriarchate in Rus-
sia, and elected to the Patriarchal See His Hol-
iness Patriarch Tikhon, This council included
all canonically consecrated bishops of the Rus-
sian Church, representatives of the monastic
clergy and thc Orthodox Theological Academies,
invited by the Synod on the basis of the Regul-
ation it had issued. All the representatives of the
diocese were chosen freely at elections on three
levels: parish elections, deanery elections and
diocesan meetings. The actual election of the
Patriarch took place in a fashion that guaranteed
freedom in the nominating of candidates for
election. The latter were established by a secret
ballot, and at first a large number of candidates
were named. From among them, by systematic
balloting, the three who received the highest
number of votes were picked, and of those one
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was finally elected by the drawing of lots. This
system of election, guaranteeing complete free-
dom and confirmed by the All-Russian Church
Council, was never abolished by a free council
of equal authority. Therefore, and election of
Patriarchs elfected otherwize and not in a free
manner, does not express the voice of the Rus-
gian Orthodox Church and is not lawful. Not
only the election of the present Pimen, who
claims to he Patriarch, but those of his two pre-
decessors must also be regarded as unlawful.
Their supporters can not defend these elections
by saying that the external conditions caused
by persecutions against the Faith prevented the
realization of a lawful form of election, since,
despite the obvious, they constantly insist on
the supposed full religion’s freedom in the Soviet
Union. Similar decisions were made the now-
elected Patriarch Pimen. At all three Patriarchal
elections, no one attempted or had any possibility
of nominating a candidate other than the one
indicated beforehand by representatives of the
secular authorities.

3. The lawful succession of I:lﬁher Church
authority in the Russian Church has been broken
since 1927, when the Acting Locum-Tenens of
the Patrinrr_ha.l Throne, Metropolitan Sergius of
Nizhny-Novgorod, went against the order of
the Metropolitan of Krutitsa whumthhe th:u g
placing and signed an agreement wi a
istic ff:-lﬂar authorities, to which neither Metro-
politan Peter nor the other elder hierarchs
agreed. The Soviet government began to throw
all the hierarchs who did not agree with Metro-
politan Sergius in prison, thus clearing the path
for him to head of the Russian Church.
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He, for his part, taking no acount of the elder
hlshupns formed a Synod by his own personal
choice and, while M tan Peter of Kru-
titsa, to whom by position the Moscow diocese
belonged, was still alive, he unlawfully gave
himself the title of “His Beatitude the Metro-
politan of Moscow™ with the right to wear two
panagias.

1|:| 1945, a ter the death
of Patriarch Sergius, Melrnpolltan Alexis of Le-
ningrad gathered a Council, to which represent-
atives of the other autocephalous Churches were
also invited. Thizs Council, besides recently con-
secrated bizhops, consisted of representatives of
the clergy and laity, picked without elections
and prepared for the election of a Patriarch, and,
submissively following the directions of the athe-
istic authorities, unanimously elected as Patri-
arch Metropolitan Alexis of Leningrad. After
his death, in the same illegal manner the so-
called All-Russian Council was convoked this
year for the election as Patriarch of M i
tan Pimen, known not so much for his devout-
ness or theological education, but rather for his
diligence in carrying out the orders of the athe-
istic government, which are directed toward the
destruction of the Church and toward fulfilling
the political plans of the Soviet Regime.

4. All of the elections of Patriarchs in
Muoscow, beginning in 1943, are unvalid on the
basis of the 30th Canon of the Holy Apostles
and the 3rd Canon of the 7th Ecumenical Coun-
cil, according to which, “if any bishop, having
made use of secular rulers, should receive

through them authority in the Church,
let him be def; and excommunicated along
with all those in communion with him", The
significance that the Fathers of the 7th Council
gave to such an offencd is obvious from the very
fact of a double i nt for it, that is, not
only deposition but excommunication as well,
something unusual for ecclesiastical law. The
famous commentator o Canon Law, Bishop
Nicodemus of Dalmatia, gives the following ex-
planauannfthc.‘im_hﬂanmnfthuﬂn]yﬁpmt-
les: “If the Church condemned unlawful influ-
ence by the secular authorities in the ordination |
of bishops at a time when the rulers were Christ-
ians, then it follows that She should condemn
such action all the more when the latter are
pagans and place even heavier penalties on the
guilty parties, who were not ashamed of

for help from rulers and the authorities
subordinated to them, in order to gain the epis-
copate. This (30th) Canon has such cases in
view". If in defence of thizs position examples
are given of the Patriarchs of Cﬂmtantinngle
who were placed on the Throne at the caprice
of the Turkish Sultans, one can reply that no
Enumnl}rcanherega:dedas a4 norm and that
one breach of Canon Law cannot justify another.

Taking into consideration all the above-
mentioned reasons, the Council of Bishops of the
Russia#t Orthodox Church Outside of Russia, as
the representative of the free part of the Rus-
sian Church, determines:

The election of Pimen (Izvekov) as Patri-
arch of Moscow and All Russias at the gathering
calling itself an All-Russian Church Council in
Moscow the Znd of June of this year, on the
authority of the 3rd Canon of the Tth Ecumeni-
cal Council and other reasons set forth in this
decision, is to be regarded as unlawful and woid,
and all of his acts and directions as having no
strength.

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PRESS CONFERENCE — SOBOR OF BISHOPS
RUSSIAN ORTHODOX CHURCH OUTSIDE
OF RUSSIA

September 24, 1971

This press-conference was held at the Head-
quarters of the Synod of Bishups on Park Avenue
at 93rd Street in New York City. Represent-
atives of the American and foreign press were
present.

After an ningmyer,ﬂ:eparﬂmpan“ ts
welcomed Mﬂmlm Philaret who, in his
opening remarks stated that the persecution of
Christians in the first centuries of Christianity
can not be compared, in its awful scope, to the
persecution nuwtakingplattiumesuﬁﬂUnim.
At that time martyrs were counted in the thou-
sands — today they are counted in the millions.

His Eminence continued that the only free
Church in Russia today is the Catacomb Church
and reported that countless faithful in the Soviet
Union have made contact with the Russian Or-
thodox Church Outside of Russia with the plea
that our Church tell the truth of the persecution
of the Faith,

Metropolitan Philaret stated further that
the Sobor of Bishops in Montreal resolved that
the recent election of the new Soviet Patriarch

had no canonical validity and is not re-
cognized just as the election of his two prede-
cessors was also not . He added that
the Catacomb Church does not recognize
this election,

The Metropolitan noted the irreconciliabil-
ity of the Russian Orthodox Church Outside of
Russia to communism and told of plans for an
apmalluallﬂﬂhuduxﬂmhnpam the Free
Waorld on this question.

At the end of his remarks, I'hi:Hatrnpplltan
touched upon the question nt'the impending
court battle with the Soviet Patrhmhlte con-
cerning property rights in Jerusalem.

++++ "The basic thesis advanced by Metro-
politan Nikodim, which one can characterize as
a false, heretical proposition, is as follows: he
tries to adapt the Christian tenets to the modemn

a of the atheistic-communistic doe-
trine”. Those are words taken from a complaint
signed by a priest and three laymen who all
gave their names and addresses, It was submit-
ted to the Preparatory Committee of the Mos-
cow Sobor, but, as it should have been expected,
the latter did not discuss that document.

Our own Sobor of Bishops issued a special
communication addressed to the believers in the
Soviet Union, in which, among other things, it
stated that we are trying to preserve the Ortho-
doxy in all its purity and therefore do not toler-
ate any modernism in our churches and refuse
to join the so-called ecumenical movement.

Among other matters our Sobor also con-
sidered the question of our Russian Ecclesiasti-
cal Mission in the Holy Land. In 1948 a con-
siderable part of our property in the Holy Land
was illegally seized by Moscow, and we have
now instituted court proceedings in order to
have this illegally seized property returned to
our Ecclesiastical Mission in Palestine.

Attention should be drawn to a movement
which can be considered as a reaction against
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modernistic tendencies in some orthodox chur-
ches, More and more orthodox faithful, not of
Russian origin, turn to us for guidance and help.
Under our jurisdiction are, among others, ortho-
dox Dutchmen (a conziderable number of them
with their own bhishop who is a member of our
episcopate). Naturally the divine services in
their churches are conducted in Dutch. Also
members of our Church are Orthodox Germans,
Orthodox French and others, who conduct their
divine services in their own language. Among
our church members we also have Greeks who,
in church matters, refuse to follow the Gregor-
ian calendar and yearn for the observance of
traditional Orthodoxy.

Finally, we must remark that the members
of our Church treasure the fact that our Church
is the only free part of the Russian Church, pre-
serving all the sacred traditions of the latter.
Moreover, we have every reason to maintain
that our Church is also the freest among all or-
thodox churches. We can affirm that not only be-
cause our Church is outside the sphere of in-
fluence of a communist state, but also because
it is in general free from any other political in-
fluence.

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On Saturday the 25th of September 1971
in accordance with the decree issued in April
1918 by the Holy Sobor in Russia, a Requiem
was served at the Synodal Cathedral of the Sign
of the Holy Virgin in New York to commemor-
ate all those who have been killed or tortured
for their faith. Anvone who believes in the im-
portance of revering the martyrs will cherish
the spiritual significance of the Te Deum,

Metropolitan Philaret at the beginning of
the Requiem made an eulogy to the new mar-
tyrs of the Russian Orthodox Church, and ex-
horted the overflow attendance to honour their
memory. Twelve bishops, eight archimandrites,
twenty four archpriests and priests, ten arch-
deacons and deacons concelebrated with Metro-
politan Philaret. The magnificent Synodal chair,

This was a magnificent and unique service
which, aside from its physical pomp, stressed
the spiritual union of those present with the
suffering Russian people.

On Sunday the 26th of September in the
same Cathedral in New York Metropolitan
Philaret, concelebrating with fourteen hishops
and clergy that took part in the Saturday Ser-
vices, served the Divine Liturgy and Te Deum
Services on the occasion of fifty years of exist-
ence of the Russian Orthodox Church Outside of
Russia. Twenty other priests along with people
from distant parishes arrived in time for the
Te Deum Service amd joined the rest of the
clergy and congregation in prayers.

before the Requiem Service on September 25, 1971,

Before the Requiem Service His Eminence
Metropolitan Fhilaret spoke about the import-
ance to pray and remember the millions of new
martyrs and victims of the soviet anti-religious
and anti-humanitarian power.

In this connection he recalled the prophetic
words of Saint Seraphim, who saw the Russian
land covered with streamlets of sweet-smelling
fumes, rising toward the sky, and explained this
vision as a sign of the continuous prayer of de-
voted believers. But he also foretold that dark
times will come when angels will not have time
to gather into their arms the souls of the dying.

We know that Saint Seraphim’s words came
true, and our homeland is now stained with
blood shed by millions of new martyrs.

We shall begin our 50th anniversary com-
memoration with a Requiem Service for the souls
of these new martyrs and ask God through their
prayers to restore to Russia the piety and sanct-
ity of previous times.

BEFORE THE TE DEUM

Metropaolitan Philaret, before the Te Deum,
took the opportunity to draw the congregations
attention to the words of the Scriptures in which
Peter, in the name of all of the Apostles tried to
deepen his and their faith that Jesus is truly
Christ the Son of God, and Christ honored Pe-
ter's words by saying they were inspired by God
and that the Peter is the stone on which Christ
will build his church.

From this he went on to make everyone
more fully aware that in building his church
Christ has granted to the Apostles, and their
descendants the bishops and priests the greatest
power ever, of forgiving sins which sacrament
trascends all the temporal powers any ruler has.

Thus the Church can exist only when the
clergy is complemented by the people to make

a unified whole. But it does not mean that the
function of the church is dependent on the elect-
ed representation of the laity. This is false. The
hierarchs should at all times consult the laity
and should be in accord with it, but should rule
independently. As Saint Kiprian of Carthage
told his congregation: “I decided once and for all
not to take any actions without first asking your
opinion and discussing them with you.” But
whenever a final decision had to be rendered, he
knew that he, as bishop, solely bore the fully
responsibility for it. Keeping in mind this unity
between the hierarchs and laity, we are celeb-
rating together the 50th Anniversary or the exist-
ence of our Church and we pray to God that
these Holy Days be spent in peace, love, and
unity.

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THE IMPORTANCE OF THE RUSSIAN CHURCH OUTSIDE RUSSIA

FOR THE RUSSIAN

I. 'The Russian Orthodox Church Outside
of Russia is an integral part of the Russian Or-
thodox Church. Its history is a part of the history
of the Russian Church,

2. The victory of atheistic communism in
Russia is part of the world crisis of Christianit
but in Russia it took a more severe and drama
form. This is why the experience of the Russian
Orthodox Church is of world-wide importance.

4. This struggle produced the following
results:

a) The Moscow Patriarchate in its present
form is controlled by an atheistic author-
iy;

b) The Russian Orthodox Church Outside

of Russia was formed;
c) T-I;L: Catacomb Church in Russia came
ut,

The complicated relationship of these three
branches can be understood only if one takes
into acount the history of the Orthodox Church
in the last half centuy,

4. Immediately after the February Re-
volution the Sobor {Council) of 1917-1918 re-
installed the Patriarchate, The Russian Ortho-
dox Church re-organized itself before the beginn-
ings of the persecutions,

5. The Church did not participate directly
in the Civil War. It was openly opposed to the
anti-religious measures of the Soviet Govern-
ment.

6. Real persecutions started immediately
after the end of the Civil War. In addition to
direct repressions, the Govenment tried to canse
a disintegation of the Church from within, by
means of a modernistic movement called the
Living Church. This brought the hierarchy and
the faithful closer together and compromised the
reputation of the modernization movement.

7. The first period lasted until 1927, when

Metropolitan Sergius capitulated to Soviet op-
ression.

8. The Russian Orthodox Chuch Outside

cI;F Rtmsia].dfumad in 1920, kept informing the

ree World about the persecution of religion in

the USSR, which the CE;urr_h in Fussia was not
able to do itself,

9. The capitulation of Metopolitan Ser-
gius brought about the formation of the Cata-
comb Church inside Russia and a break between
the Russian Orthodox Chuch Outside Russia
and the official leadership of the Moscow Pati-
archate.

The Soviet Govenment continued systematic
repression of the Patriarchate, which had
stopped any opposition, The only reason for not
closing it completely was the fear that it would
fortify the Catacomb Church within Russia and
the Russian Church in exile.

With the destruction of the Moscow Patri-
archate the Russian Church Outside of Russia
would have been the only official tation
of the Russian Orthodox Church in general.

10. Some improvement of the situation of
the Church in the USSR came about in
ber, 1943, during World War II, when i
noticed the massive return to the Church of
people in territories under German occupation.
1t is characteristic that most of the clergy from
these territories joined immediately the Russian
Church in Exile,

11. The temporary lightening of the situ-
ation of the Church and religion in the USSR
ended in 1960, and at present reminds one of the
situation after 1927, when the Moscow Patri-
archate only survived thanks to the Catacomb
Church and the Russian Orthodox Church Out-
side Russia.

12. There is a paradox in the fact that the
Moscow Patriarchate is allowed existence mostly
to help the Soviet Government misinform world
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opinion about the true scope of persecution in
the USSR and the struggle of the Russian Or-
thodox Church Outside of Russia through can-
onical and juridical methods. In other words the
criticism of the Moscow Patriarchate by the Rus-
sian Church in Exile helps the Patriarchate to
exist,

13. One has to admit that the Russian
Orthodox Church is in a very difficult position,
but the fact that fifty years of persecution did
not affect the existence shows itz strength. One
should keep in mind that from the point of view
of Marxism, religions should automatically dis-
appear with the disappearance of any economic

or political basis which brought about its form-
ation in the first place — in other words, Old
Russia. In fact, the opposite is happening, with
more layers of purely Soviet and mostly educat-
ed young people coming back to the Church.

14, In addition to its special role for Rus-
zsig proper, the Russian Orthodox Church Out-
side Russia continues to cater to Russian Ortho-
dox Emigration needs, keeping the faith free of
compromise and bringing into its fold many Or-
thodox people of other nationalities who feel the
danger of religious modernization.

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EXCERPTS FROM THE ADDRESS BY REV. MICHAEL BOURDEAUX OF THE CHURCH OF ENGLAND

AT THE JUBILEE LUNCHEON
FELIGIOUS REVIVAL IN RUSSIA

Fifty-four years of state-imposed atheism,
fifty-four years of greater or lesser religious per-
secution — and not only is the hold of religion
in the Soviet U'nion not broken, it is even show-
ing signs of being more vigorous, of meaning
more to the young, than at any time since the
Fevolution, 1 do not wish to spend any of my
precious time discussing politics — but as a
priest I feel encouraged beyond measure that
at least in one part of the world Christianity is
proving stronger than materialism.

I shall talk this afternoon {irst of all about
just a few of the ways in which God is speaking
to men in the Soviet Union and cauzing a renewal
of the Russian Orthodox Church. I shall then
talk about the challenge offered to all of us by

what is happening.

1. There is a revival of the Russian Orthodox
faith amongst young people.

This is something which, according to any
human analysis of probability, should not be
taking place at all. I believe it began with the

new purge against religion which Mr. Khruschev
instigated in the early 1960'.

Yet the effect was the opposite to what
Khruschev intended. New martyrs were created.

The young are rebelling against the imposed
dogmatism of an older generation.

One of the Russian Orthodox Church's
writers, Anatoly Levitin of Moscow, wrote about
this recently. He said:

“Young people in Russia today are dis-
turbed; they are seething in a passionate quest
for something. A favourable reaction to religion
is a characteristic of quite a number of these
young people. It would be no exaggeration to
say that the intensity and strength of revival
are no less than the feeling of fiery enthusiasm
among the earliest Christians . .. Young people
newly coming to the Church are usually filled
with the desire to make converts, so in their
turn they lead other young people, their com-
panions and friends, to God.™

You may think that Anatoly Levitin is exag-
gerating. My assistant and I at our Center for
the Study of Religion and Communism in Lon-
don several times a week uncover some article
from the Soviet atheist press itself which cor-
roborates what Levitin says — singling out this
new interest in religion in order to attack it.

2. The Catacomb Church is renewed

Religion when it is persecuted goes under-
ground, where it very often roots deeper then
when it is able to regale itself in splendid cere-
monial churches. As is well known, the major
part of the Church went underground as a result
of Metropolitan Sergius’ compromise of 1927 and
the ensuing purges under Stalin.

A book has just appeared which 1 commend
to your attention; THE RUSSIAN ORTHO-
DOX CHURCH UNDERGROUND, by Wil-
liam C. Fletcher, a very carefully ducumented
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account of the persistence of various illegal Or-
thodox organizations.

I have a theory which one does not find in
Fletcher's book, that the Soviet authorities try
to discredit this remarkable revival of Ortho-
doxy by calling it all sorts of names, by trying
to prove that it is only wild sectarians who go
underground. Yet it is a documentable fact that
part of this revival of Orthodoxy among voung
people may be called by all sorts of dubious
names, but it in fact represents a return to the
well-springs of the historical faith.

3. There is also a revival in the registered
churches

We from the outside must be careful not to
minimize or denigrate the faithful witness of
clergy and people in registered chuches in thou-
sands of cities and small towns throughout the
Soviet Union. This is quite different from claim-
ing that Metropolitan ius' policy of accom-
modation with the state was a justifiable or suc-
cessful one, Uncensored religious opinion in Rus-
sia is becoming increasingly outspoken in sug-
gesting that Sergius policy was a disaster. The
late Boris Talantov wrote:

“In the West Patriarch Sergius is almost con-
sidered to be the saviour of the Orthodex
Church in Russia. Such an incorrect evaluation
results from the fact that Western students
of the subject do not know the hidden facts
and circumstances of the life of the Russian
Orthodox Church. The roots of the serious
religious crisis which has now evolved were
laid by none other than Patriarch Sergius.”

As Talantov says, organized religion in Rus-
sia was saved not by Sergius, but by the indom-
itable faith of the humble people. That faith not
only lives on in such churches as Khruschev per-
mitted to remain open: it has become strength-
ened. Today, as in Sergius time, it comes from
below, not from above. Not even the best {riends
of the Moscow Patriarchate can claim that it has
inspired its people by its dynamic leadership
:;J\rer the past decade. Sn-mef iniside m-:ir}n:;

'nion accuse it even of actively co
in the closure of monasteries, churches and se-
minaries and in the general reduction of organ-
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ized church life. Whether or not such accusations z
are justified, it is certainly true that the Patri-
archate has connived at the removal from office
of those who have most clearly raised their voice
for religious liberty and reassertion of the canon-
Eﬂﬁhdplu of independence from state control
of Church’s affairs: Archbishop Yermogen
Fathers Eshliman and Yakunin, Father Pavel
Adelheim and others.

Yet, despite all, wherever there are re-
gistered churches, the faithful, guided by dedicat-
ed, humble, unassuming clergy, continue to cram
the chuches, to leaven the lump of an atheist
society, to transmit the torch of a living faith
fom one generation to the next,

G. M. Shimanov, Mikhail Sado, Alexander Pet-
rov-Agatov and many other heroes of the faith,
both known and unknown.

When the writers Sinyavsky and Daniel
were imprisoned in 1966, there was a short, thick-
set, taciturn figure among the handful of people
who quietly demonstrated against the sentence.
After being harassed by the KGB, Yuri Titov
returned home with his wife, Yelena. In the
quiet of their flat, they were able to look at
the religious pictures on the walls and in the
atmosphere of reverence which they created say
a word of prayer together for those who had been
comvicted. . ... The road for Yuri Titov ended
a few months ago in the Kashchenko prison
asylum near Moscow, where he was subjected
to a barbarous course of injections designed to
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erase all individuality from his personality. But
where the Titovs lead, others will follow — this
is the story of the young intellectuals of the
Russian Orthodox Church today.

There is a challenge to all of us here.

The Christian Church at large in the West
has averted its gaze from the Yuri Titovs, the
Anatoli Levitins, the Archbishop Yermogens, to
other more fashionable causes. For complex
psychological reasons, the moral defence of Rus-
gian Christians has, outside the Soviet Union,
been left to a tiny minority who themselves
have been branded as “anticommunist” and
tucked away in a forgotten corner. Yet the issue
of religious freedom in Russia, is a major issue
of our time. The uncensored voice of the Rus-
sian Church has gradually but insistently begun
to make itself heard. It is there for those with
ears to hear, Our liberal Protestant theologians
who are so engulfed with other problems can
no longer — “But we just didn't know
what was the truth™,

With all this in mind, T would like to share
with you some news about a major new initiative
which a group of concerned people have recently
taken in London. The Center for the Study of
Religion and Communism, of which I shall be
the fulltime Director when we have raised some
financial backing to secure the permanence of
our work, has the canse of religious liberty in
itz heart.

The Center hopes to build up a sympathetic
world public opinion for those religious
in Eastern Europe who are no longer satisfied
with the imposition of a tired and outworn state
atheism. Knowledge of this moral from
outside should give religions people in Russia
the confidence to move forward more resolutely
in their efforts to win religious liberty.

In certain specific known instances, in-
formed representation from outside has forced
the communist authorities to rectify injustices.
But we have not begun to form a united Christ-
ian front (in the way that the Jews have man-
aged to do). Such a united front can be attained
— and it will be effective, if action is
based on accurate information. One of the Cen-
ter's main tasks is to ensure such accuracy. In
thiz, as in much else of its work, the Center
hopes fully to cooperate with an increasing num-
ber of organizations sympathetic to the work it
is doing.

Here is some of the thinking present in what
we aim to do, We are encouraged at the response
from many people with whom we have shared
uur ans. We wish only to serve — to serve

hristians of communist countries to regain
ﬂ.'r!:ll' lost freedoms, to serve the church outside
in helping it to respond to the right hand of
fellowship which is increasingly being offered
to it by the younger, dedicated and spiritually
free Christians who are coming forward in ever
greater numbers in Russia today.

JUBILEE MEETING AT HUNTER COLLEGE HELD ON SEPTEMBER 26, 19T1

The meeting to mark the 50-year Jubilee of
the Russian Church Outside of Russia was held
at Hunter College. It was headed by the 13
participants of the Sobor and attended by at
least 300 people,

Addressing the meeting, Metropolitan Phil-
aret reviewed the main decisions of the Sobor
and particularly stressed the one which concerns
the non-canonicity of Metropolitan Pimen’s as-
cension to the Throne of the Moscow Patriarch,
He said that according to fundamental church
rule any bishop ordained through the pressure
of civil authorities was subject to forcible re-
moval from office. He then pointed out that un-
der present circumstances any candidate to the
FPatriarchate was necessarily promoted by the
Soviet authorities who have become universally

odious by their sustained interference with all
activities,

After a reading of congratulatory messages,
notably from Governor N. Rockefeller and Sen-
ator J. Buckley, the stand was taken by Arch.
bishop Anthony who said that one of the pur-
poses of the Church Outside of Russia was to
ensure that the voice of the persecuted Russian
Church would be heard. He referred to the Mos-
cow Patriarchate as a means of Soviet control
over the faithful and emphasised that it was our
duty to speak-up against the Patriarchate and
on behalfl of the Catacomb Church which is now
silenced.

Mr. A. B. Jordan of the Jubilee Committee
cited our clergy as the focal point which rallies
those who treasure our faith and the Russian
heritage. He explained, however, that the Church
needed both spiritual and material support, and
he described plans for the organization of a cen-
ter aimed at the co-ordination and promotion of
business affairs.

Mr. W. Rand, Legal Counsel for the Synod,
defined religion in the USA from the legal point
of view, particularly emphasizing the status of
the Church Outside of Russia.

Archbishop Vitaly, referring to the Russian
emigration as an emigration with religious mo-
tives, showed that we were vested exceptional
obligations in maintaining and nurturing our
faith. Turning than to the internal organization
of the Church, he described a series of practical
strengthening measures, He particularly stressed
the need to begin the publication of a periodical
which would cover church matters as well as
topics of general interest.

At the conclusion of the Jubilee Meeting,
Mr. N. Churilev, from Buenos Aires, Argentina,
greeted the participants of the Sobor of Bishops.
